This directive is hereby published to clarify the procedures for the registration of the Brigade for the 145
th
 

Anniversary of the Gettysburg campaign. 

  

1.  It is the desire of the general commanding that all military registration for Gettysburg be through 

Division (Hood’s) headquarters.  All other (CIVILIAN ONLY) registration needs to be through the 

Gettysburg Anniversary Committee website at http://reenactor.gettysburgreenactment.com/index.htm  

 

As the brigade is part of a large army being assembled for this event, this will allow Division to know the 

number of men participating in the march (Early’s) through Gettysburg as well as the number of men that 

will be taking the field.  Registration will be through Division throughout the registration period (until 

March 31
st
, 2008).  It is understood that each company registering may have a number of mailings to 

Division and that Division will be sending in a number of mailings to the Gettysburg Event Committee. 

The first registration by the Division is planned for December 31
st
, 2007.  Those who wish to participate 

in the parade should try and registered as soon as possible.  All registrations through Division will be on 

the Gettysburg Anniversary Committee’s web site so that the troops will be able to check their name on 

the list of participants.  A copy of each company’s registration shall be sent to each Battalion Adjutant as 

a backup of the list of participants. 

  

2.  If military registrations have already been sent to the Gettysburg Event Committee, a copy needs to be 

sent to the Battalion Adjutant (Lt. Pat Adkins at PAdkins3@cfl.rr.com) and the Adjutant will in turn send 

a copy to Division.  Registering with the Gettysburg Anniversary Committee in no way will prevent 

participation by a soldier with his battalion.  Again, it is strongly desired that all registration be done 

through Division using the forms that have been provided ("Word" file attached hereto). 
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3. The current (DIVISION) registration fee of $15.00 ($20.00) is good until January 1
st
, 2008.  Then it 

will go up to $20.00 ($25.00 after January 1st.)  The additional honorarium of $5.00, which brings the 

total fee to $20.00 before January 1
st
, 2008, not only covers some of the expenses of the march through 

Gettysburg but each Brigade will be provided a wagon and teamster that will serve with the Brigade 

throughout the campaign.  The wagon will carry water in field for the brigade and will perform whatever 

duties are necessary for the benefit of the men of the Brigade, such as collect firewood, carry additional 

ammunition, and to transport someone who might need assistance while in the field.  As it will be in the 

heat of July as the Brigade takes the field, this service is vital and cost of transporting mules and wagons 

is very high.  Remember that having extra water in the field is priceless!

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Presidential Pontifications 
 
Happy New Year!!!  Soon we will gather for Florida's two biggest events...Brooksville and 

Olustee.  Let us all resolve to have another safe season.  Keep an eye on each other, and keep an 

extra careful eye on those new to the hobby. 

 

Heat stroke and dehydration can sneak up on you.  Keep hydrated.  Water intake should start 

well before you take the field.  Top off your canteen at every chance. Never put sports drinks or 

soda in a metal canteen, as the acid will react with the metal. 

 

Consider wearing ear protection such as earplugs or cotton balls. 

 

Medical Corps out ranks EVERYBODY!!  If they tell you to leave the field for any reason, DO 

IT!  If you or someone else needs real emergency medical attention, yell the word 

MEDIC!!!...this will stop the battle and summon medical personal.  Take my word, it works. 

 

Pay attention to drill!  Your footing and position in line are essential to the safety of yourself and 

those around you.  Do not fire if it may endanger yourself or those around you.  If you have 

problems with your musket on the field, fall out and report to a Sergeant. 

 

Avoid, at all costs, the front end of cannons and the back end of horses (again, take my word). 

Crossed swabs over a barrel means a "hot barrel"...STAY CLEAR!  Horses spook easy, and they 

use those back hooves as a first line of defense…again STAY CLEAR! 

 

Always have a medical/identification form on your person at all times (we suggest in your 

cartridge box tool pouch).  Many of us don't carry our "modern" wallets on the field, so this is 

important, especially at large or out-of state events. Forms are available from the Company 

Quartermaster.  If you are sick or suffering from a health problem, don't take the field...live to 

fight another day. There is only one of you.... there are plenty of reenactments. 

 

I strongly recommend you carry the single-use anti-bacterial "handi-wipes" in your pocket or 

haversack for use when visiting "the sinks".  Wash your hands with soap and water anytime you 

have the chance. 

 

Let us not forget fire safety, as Florida goes into another prolonged drought.  There were fires in 

both cavalry and modern camps at Brooksville a couple years back, so let us be ever watchful. 

 

So, on to Brooksville my friends...I look forward to seeing all of you there! Oh, by the way, we 

will have a company meeting Saturday sometime after the battle and the Corporals’ test at a 

time set by the Captain.

Gentlemen (and ladies, as appropriate) of Company K, 

 

In our effort to present an accurate portrayal of the life of the 

common soldier while in public view please think about using some 

of these words and phrases around camp, etc.  It will improve our 

impression both with our pards and the public.  Be prepared for a test. 

 

These were found in Civil War Wordbook by Darryl Lyman. 

 

Gallinipper:  Any of various insects, especially a large mosquito. 

 

Galvanized:  Reactivated as a soldier, after a period as a prisoner of war, by swearing allegiance 

to, and enlisting in the army of, one’s captors.   A soldier who went through this metamorphosis 

was termed a galvanized Yankee or a galvanized Rebel.   

 

Gigadier Breneral: wordplay on brigadier general. 

 

To give the vermin a parole:  To throw away an infested article of clothing. 

 

To gobble (gobble up):  To steal, defeat or capture. 

 

To go down the line:  To visit a brothel. 

 

To go in search of his rights:  To retreat, said of a Rebel by a Yank. 

 

Gone up:  Hopeless, desperate, or finished.  During the war, this was a popular phrase to 

describe either minor personal incidents or major historical events, as in “Richmond…was a 

gone up case.”  The expression came from the farm, where a crop parched by a drought was said 

to be “gone up” (as in “gone up in smoke.”). 

 

Goober (goober grabber):  A soldier from a state where peanuts (goobers) were raised, 

especially Alabama, Georgia, and North Carolina. 

 

Gopher:  A playful nickname soldiers gave each other because they spent so much time either 

digging or huddled up in a gopher hole. 

 

Gopher hole:  A shelter that a soldier out of the earth when tents and logs were not available.

To grab a root:  To eat. 

 

Grayback:  A Confederate soldier. 

 

Greyhounds to march and stayers in a fight:  A good infantry regiment. 

 

Gulf Confederacy:  Those Confederate states adjacent to the Gulf of Mexico. 

 

Handcuffed volunteer:  A derisive term for the low quality Union replacements late in the war, 

largely substitutes and bounty jumpers, often brought up under guard. 

 

Hard bread:  Hardtack. 

 

Hard cracker:  Hardtack. 

 

Hardtack:  A hard biscuit or cracker of plain flour and water.  Tack 

was an old word for food. 

 

Hardtack pudding:  A dish usually made by pulverizing hardtack, adding water to make dough, 

covering it with dried fruit, wrapping it in cloth, and boiling it. 

 

Hayfoot, strawfoot:  A command used by drill sergeants to teach rustic recruits the difference 

between the left foot (with hay attached) and the right foot (with straw attached). 

 

Hellfire:  Cheap, fiery whiskey. 

 

Hellfire stew:  (1) A blend of everything available and eatable, i.e. hish and hash and son of a 

sea dog. (2) Hardtack pulverized, soaked in water, and fried in pork fat, i.e. hish and hash and 

skillygalee. 

 

Hereôs your mule:  Expression used by Union troops to mean, “ We’ve been here.” 

 

High private:  A facetious term for a private who thought too highly of himself. 

 

Homegrown Yankee:  A Rebel term of contempt for a Southerner who sympathized with the 

Union or enlisted as a soldier in the Union army. 

 

Hooker: A prostitute.  Named for The Hook, a section of New York City known for its many 

brothels. 

 

Hookerôs Division:  The Washington D.C. prostitute district or prostitutes in the district.  So 

named because of General Joseph Hooker’s reputation of frequenting brothels. 

 

Horizontal refreshment:  sexual intercourse. 
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How come you so:  Liquor.  Also meaning intoxicated. 

 

Hunky:  Fine, in good condition.  Term became popular just as the war was beginning.  Later in 

the war it expanded to hunky-dory. 

 

IC:   An official marking by a Union government inspector, meaning that an item was 

“Inspected Condemned”, i.e. unfit for service (see John Mitchell).  Soldiers would sometimes 

taunt the Invalid Corps by calling them “I.C.” with the obvious intention of meaning “Inspected 

Condemned” (see John Mitchell again). 

 

To impress into service:  To steal. 

 

Irrepressible conflict:  Meaning both the conflict between freedom and slavery and the Civil 

War. 

 

Jeff Davis coffee:  Wheat used as coffee substitute by Southerners. 

 

Jeff Davis money:  Confederate money. 

 

Jeffdom:  The Confederate States of America.  Named after Jeff Davis. 

 

Joe Brownôs pets:  The Georgia militia.  So nicknamed because of Governor Joseph E. Brown’s 

efforts to keep them from Confederate military service.  

 

Jonah:  Someone believed to bring bad luck to the company. 

 

Katydid:  A teenage soldier in the Confederate army.  Veteran Rebels applied the term in 

allusion to the insect’s green color, green meaning “immature” or “inexperienced”.  The word is 

best known for being applied to the Virginia Military Institute cadets who fought in the Battle of 

New Market, Virginia in 1864. 

 

Knock-óem-stiff:  Strong, homemade liquor. 

 

Lamppost:  An artillery missile. 

 

Lark:  A foraging expedition. 

 

Layout:  A skulker, especially one who hid out in the woods. 

 

Lincoln coffee:  A Southern term for Northern or “real” coffee, as distinguished from the many 

substitutes in the South, where coffee was scarce. 

 

Li ncolndom:  A Southern nickname for the North. 

 

Lincoln hireling:  A Southern name for a Federal soldier. 
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Lincolnite:  A Southern term for a supporter of President Lincoln’s policies or a Union soldier. 

 

Lincoln pup:  A Southern term for a Federal soldier. 

 

Little coot:  A Confederate name for a Yankee. 

 

Loggerhead:  A Union soldier from Pennsylvania. 

 

Loose bowels:  Soldiers’ slang for a doctor. 

 

Louisiana firewater:  Whiskey issued to Northern troops in Louisiana. 

 

Loyalist:  A Union sympathizer, North or South.

Article – “Notes on Military Etiquette – Part 3” by 

 Richard S. Joslyn, Virginia Military Institute 
 

This work is reprinted from ñNotes on Military Etiquetteò by Richard S. Joslyn of the Virginia 

Military Institute, and was ñundertaken with the hope of meeting, to some extent at least, a long-

felt want among the volunteers and militia; that is, a pamphlet which gives instruction in 

common military etiquette and courtesies.ò This article concludes with ñForms of Speechò and 

references. - Editor 

 

CHAPTER IV. 

 

FORMS OF SPEECH. 

 

It is customary for civilians to address all seniors, whether by age or station, by "sir". The 

same courtesy is applied to the military.  

 

In speaking to an officer it is not proper for a soldier to say, "You" but the third person 

should always be used. As for example, "Does the captain want his horse this morning?" - do not 

say, "Do you want your horse this morning?"  

 

In beginning a conversation with an officer, a soldier should use the third person in 

referring to himself instead of the pronouns “I” or “me”. However, after the conversation has 

commenced, it is perfectly proper for the soldier to use the pronouns "I" or "me" in speaking to 

an officer, an enlisted man should refer to another enlisted man by proper title, as "Sergeant 

Jones", "Corporal Smith”, ñ Private Wilson". 

 

Privates and others should always address non-commissioned officers by their titles. 

"Sergeant Smith", and not "Smith". 

 

When asked his name, a soldier should answer, for instance, "Private Jones, Sir"  

When given an order or instruction of any kind by an officer or noncommissioned officer, a 

soldier should always say "Yes, Sir," thus letting the officer or noncommissioned officer know 

http://
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that the soldier understands the order or instruction. Do not say, "Very well, Sir," or "All right, 

Sir."  

 

 Do not use slang in speaking, to an officer.  

 

 Never interrupt an Officer while he is speaking. Always wait until he is through talking 

before you begin to speak.  

 

 After a soldier has finished a thing that he was ordered to do, he should always report 

back to the officer who gave him the order, i.e. “The captain's message to Lieutenant Smith has 

been delivered."  

 

 When an officer calls a soldier who is some distance away, the soldier should 

immediately salute, and say, "Yes, Sir" and approach the officer with a quickened step.  

Always salute an officer when he leaves you after a conversation or at any other time. And 

always salute just as soon as the officer makes the first move to leave. 

 

 In entering an office or tent a soldier should give two or three knocks at the door 

(whether it be open or closed); when told to come in, enter, taking off the hat (if unarmed), close 

the door (if it was closed before you entered) and remain just inside the door until asked what is 

wanted; then go within a short distance of the officer, stand at attention, salute, and make known 

your request in as few words as possible. On completion, salute, face toward the door, and go out, 

being careful to close the door if it was closed when you entered. If it was not closed, leave it 

open. 

 

 Complaints must never be made directly to the captain unless the soldier has the captain's 

permission to do so, or the first sergeant refuses to have the matter reported. If dissatisfied with 

his food, clothing, duties, or treatment, the facts should be reported to the first sergeant, with the 

request, if necessary, to see the captain.  

 

It is also customary for soldiers who wish to speak to the captain about anything to 

inform him that they have the first sergeant's permission to do so. Thus: "Private Smith has the 

first sergeant's permission to speak to the captain", etc.  

 

When an enlisted man receives a message, verbal or written, from an officer for delivery, 

he will salute, and say: "Yes, sir'', execute an about face, and proceed immediately to the officer 

for whom the message is intended. He will halt three or four paces directly in front of the officer, 

and will salute before he begins to address the officer and will hold his hand in the position of 

salute while he says, "Sir, Captain Smith presents his compliments", etc. If the officer sending 

the message be junior to the one receiving it, the soldier will not present his compliments, but 

will say, for instance, "Sir, Lieutenant Smith directed me to say to the captain," etc. As soon as 

the message has been delivered, the soldier will salute, execute an about face, and proceed at 

once to the officer who sent the message, and will similarly report to him, "Sir, the Lieutenant's 

message to Captain Smith has been delivered", and leave.  
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Before leaving an officer to whom you delivered a message always ascertain whether 

there is a reply.  

 

The compliments of a junior are never presented to a senior. For instance, never say to a 

captain that a lieutenant presents his compliments to him.

Book Review – “Stonewall of the West – Patrick Cleburne 
& the Civil War”, by Craig L. Symonds 

 
ñTo Jefferson Davis, he was the "Stonewall of the West"; to Robert 

E. Lee, he was "a meteor shining from a clouded sky"; and to 

Braxton Bragg, he was an officer "ever alive to a success." He was 

Patrick Ronayne Cleburne, one of the greatest of all Confederate 

field commanders. 

 

ñAn Irishman by birth, Cleburne emigrated to the United States in 

1849 at the age of 21. He achieved only modest success in the 

peacetime South but rose rapidly in the wartime army to become the 

Confederacy's finest division commander. He was admired by peers 

and subordinates alike for his leadership, loyalty, honesty, and 

fearlessness in the face of enemy fire. The valor of his command was 

so inspirational that his unit alone was allowed to carry its own 

distinctive battle flag. 

 

ñIn Stonewall of the West, Craig Symonds offers the first full-scale critical biography of this 

compelling figure. He explores all the sources of Cleburne's commitment to the Southern cause, 

his growth as a combat leader from Shiloh to Chickamauga, and his emergence as one of the 

Confederacy's most effective field commanders at Missionary Ridge, Ringgold Gap, and Pickett's 

Mill. In addition, Symonds unravels the "mystery" of Spring Hill and recounts Cleburne's 

dramatic and untimely death (at the age of 36) at Franklin, Tennessee, where he charged the 

enemy line on foot after having had two horses shot from under him.

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ñSymonds also explores Cleburne's role in the complicated personal politics of the Army of 

Tennessee, as well as his astonishing proposal that the decimated Confederate ranks be filled by 

ending slavery and arming blacks against the Union. 

 

ñSymonds's definitive and immensely readable narrative casts new light on Cleburne, on the 

Army of Tennessee, and on the Civil War in the West. It finally and firmly establishes Cleburne's 

rightful place in the pantheon of Southern military heroes.

This is one of those very rare books of which the publisher’s review does not do it justice, for my 

enjoyment of it greatly surpasses what the publisher promised.  General Cleburne was not born 

to be a great division commander, but he was a very quick study.  He made mistakes, but took 

responsibility for them and learned from them.  As his combat experiences broadened, he 

developed an uncanny sense of being able to see where trouble was before it happened. 

 

General Cleburne was every bit a self made man who sensed opportunities and worked very hard 

to take advantage of them.  He was completely devoted to the cause of the Confederacy, 

idealistic to a fault, if you will.  In order to boost the waning manpower available for combat 

service, he proposed recruitment of slaves into the Army, with freedom as the compensation for 

their services.  This proposition, presented to the general staff of the Army of Tennessee, met 

with several instances of “unofficial support” and in many hypocritical cases, “public outrage” 

for the very idea.   After reading this book, I am of the opinion that General Cleburne’s inability 

to gain public acceptance for an idea that could very well have altered the outcome of the war 

may have actually contributed to his demise at Franklin. 

 

In addition to learning a great deal about General Cleburne, there were some other “eye openers” 

that were obtained about Generals Beauregard, A.S Johnson, Hardee, Bragg, and Hood.  I’ll not 

reveal them here, but it’s as I’ve written here before…I’ve learned things that never crossed my 

mind when I first opened the cover. 

 

As a “western theatre” infantry regiment, the 7
th

 Florida didn’t fight under General Cleburne, but 

we would have definitely known who he was. ñStonewall of the West ï Patrick Cleburne & the 

Civil Warò is one of the most captivating tomes that I’ve had the pleasure of reading in quite 

some time. – 2
