Hardees Corps Army Ten

Etowa River Saturday May 211864

My Dearest Friend Lannie,

Before everything el se | must thank you for t
l eafo!! | should have answered both | ong ago

the reception of your last.

Just two weeks to day we left our camps at Dalton to form line of battle & have been every since
then seeing some hard service. The fighting has been desperate & the marching by night & by
day very hard.

Very often indeed might say every night we march all night long. Sometimes we are so tired
and sleepy that the moment we rest all hands fall asleep. It is really terrible. | have been acting
as Lt. Coln of this regt. & am entitled to a horse but have none. | wouldrgigseanything for

my horse now.

We fought the Yanks two days at Dalton & then fell back to Resaca where again fought them
two days. This day week | commanded the skirmishers & had a terrible hard fight. The Yankee
skirmishers advanced upon my line &dwg the word. | let the enemy get right close & then
gave the command Afireo when | heard sever al
again their wounded would hollow. They fell back but getting some more reinforcements came
again. That time # skirmishers belonging to the Ky & Ga Brigades on my right & left gave
way & | was compelled to give up my fine position. | ran along the line to see if | could not get
them up again & finishing that | waeso té& er isgehnti
gallantly we drove them back without losing a man. The Yanks tried to make their skirmishers
do the same but could not. We could hear the officers giving their orders & cursing their men
because they would not advance. The underbrush & weedsso thick we could not see them
though only about 100 yds distant. Thus we lay for half an hour anxiously awaiting their
approach. | surmised they were bring up a line of battle & so it turned out. Their skirmishers
advanced on us this time very tiausly crawling on the ground like snakes, all was still as
death when at length the wood reverberated by the report of a rifle from my line & | heard
another Yankee cry aloud, One of my men discovered him crawling along on the ground. Again
& again thedeadly rifle opened first from our side then the other for the enemy had gained a
position where they could _ ~ us. Very soon three flags of the enemy came looming up
before us & showed a long line of battle. My boys looked anxiously for the woedreat &

well it was that | gave it for just then the Yanks raised a shout & charged us & in a moment were
upon us. We had a large open field to cross before reaching cover & this entire line of battle
firing at us all the time. | stopped once to seatwhy men were dong & how many were killed.

All day Saturday &Sunday we were busy fighting. The Yanks made but one advance & were
repulsed with terrible slaughter but they shelled and sharp shot us all both days. | saw 4 men
killed just by my side at one shot. They were torn all to pieces.

On Sunday night | waagain placed in command of the skirmishers to cover our retreat. All the
army | eft at 9 0Ob6clock & the quiet & intense
advanced through the darkness in great numbers, yelling like that many devils. WeHeunght

as long as possible but being overpowered | told them to save themselves as best they could. |
ran back & lay concealed in the woods. The Yanks ran all around & every moment | feared they
would discover me. | having myatch & some money & hid myvatch in a small coffee bag

full of coffee that Sister sent me & my money in my shoe. | then waited until moon down &
under cover of the darkness made my escape.
whether they were killed or captured. Sinlcen with the exception of a little skirmishing there

has been little fighting. | expect we have lost 3000 and the enemy 12000 men in the last two
weeks.

We are falling back but not because we are either whipped or out generalled. Joe Johnston is all
right yet never fear this retreat was planned months ago. Two days ago Johnston issued a
circular in which he said _ ~ us to fight the enemy. The great battle of the war will
soon be fought & | think the victory will be ours, though many veryyraes will be sacrificed.

Pray earnestly for us.

Oh! That the women & children at home only kneswhearnestly we wish they witleseech our
Heavenly Father for us.
