The 1 st  Sergeantôs Journal ï October  186 3 

 
Gentlemen (and ladies, as appropriate) of Company K, 

 

We continue with our discussion about the skirmish drill.   

 

In the last journal entry, as Iôm certain you recall, the focus was on the 

basic rationale of the skirmish line and how the Comrades of Battle 

work together to form the skirmish line.  This entry will focus on the 

actual deployment of the skirmish line. 

 

Deployment is either forward or by the flank.  The deployment forward is used when the 

company is behind the line on which the skirmishers are to form. Deploying by the flank is used 

when the company is already on the line on which the skirmishers are to form.   

 

Specifically, in this journal entry, we will focus on deploying the skirmish line forward on the 

right file.   However, keep in mind that skirmishers may also be deployed on the left or center 

file as well. The company is already in line of battle.  The command begins, ñAs skirmishers, 

on the right file, take intervals, March!ò  This order tells us that the right-most Comrades of 

Battle (CoB) marches forward while the CoBôs to their left will march at an angle, as determined 

by the Anchor, to establish a 20 yard interval.   
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When 20 yard intervals are established, all CoBôs begin moving parallel awaiting the order to 

deploy into skirmish line.     

 

 
 

At this point, one of two possible commands are given:  If the command is ñHalt!ò the CoBôs 

deploy into skirmish line at the halt, take a knee, and advance no further.  If the command 

is ñDeploy!ò the CoBôs deploy into skirmish line and continue to advance.   
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The distance between skirmishers is initially five paces but the distance may be extended as 

needed after the skirmish line is deployed.  Skirmishers should never lose sight of each other.  

Deploying on the file is the most common method of deploying the skirmish line.  Keep in mind 

the general rule that the CoBôs remain intact until the very last movement.  If the skirmish line is 

deployed on the center or left file the same rules apply.  Deploying on the center file means that 

the center CoB will continue to march forward while the left and right CoBôs will angle out until 

the 20 yard intervals are established.  Deploying on the left file indicates that the left most CoB 

will continue to march forward while the center and right CoBôs will angle to the right until the 

20 yard intervals are attained.   

 

Next entry will concentrate on deploying on the flank.

My Dear Friend, 

Although I have not recôd any answer to either of my communications yet I will write once more 

in hope that you have not entirely forgotten me.  Perhaps I was too hasty in writing, or may be 

you have so much to keep you busy that you have not the time to spare.  But more than likely 

you have written long ago & I have not recôd it yet.  Perhaps, I will get it to day.  I hope so.  I 

wrote to Miss Laura from Morristown about a week ago, in answer to her letter of the 23
rd 

ultima.  

You will see that we are again back to our old place, Knoxville!  I hope we will stay here for the 

balance of the winter.  I am heartily tired of traveling either by cars or by foot.  The mud is 

almost insupportable & ñsticketh  closer than a brother.ò  Night before last was the coldest night 

this winter & as usual this regt. was ñon the goò & had to ñsleep out,ò without tents & almost 

with fires.  In the morning we were as ñgrey as ratsò from the frost & cold as ice.  I have two 

bedfellows & by getting in between them I get along first-rate.  In Morristown there were lots of 

pretty red, rosy cheeked girls-most all were for ñ___ò & the Union too.  Some of the boys felt 

inclined to press them into the Confederate service.   

 

This mountainous country is better than paint or ____for the cheeks, I should judge for all seem 

to_______________.      Marys, Marthas, & ______ seem to be the prevailing class.  I have 

caught them smiling most bewitchingly at the boys, though they had never seen them before.  

But if you should happen to speak to one, she immediately looks, for all the world, like a scared 

young ___, until for pityôs sake you leave her in her native modesty.  They are not anyways 

coquettish neither do they seem to be ashamed to show their feet and bare ankles for when the 

weather is warm, they wear neither shoes or stockings.  Dear knows!  Their feet & ankles seem 

to have size in their favor if that is any recommendation.  In Morristown the govt have a very 

large park-house & while we stayed there they fed us on spare-ribs and bones.  That was high 

living, for C.S. soldiers.  We all expressed our regrets at leaving.   

A few Sundays since I heard a sermon from this text ïñAnd it shall come to pass in those days, 

that seven women shall lay hold upon one man & shall say we will eat our own bread & wear our 

own clothes only let us be called by they name that our reproach may be taken awayò.  The 

Revôd Devine drew some striking inferences from his text, which were any thing but comfortable 

to his your lady hearers.  His prophetic eye saw clearly, ñthat the identical time spoken of by the 

Prophet had come upon us.ò  The fair-ones present did not seem to be highly edified or pleased.   
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There are some amusing scenes transpiring in these parts occasionally.  I will relate one.  A 

couple of Irish lasses bring pies into camps to sell.  Said pies are destitute of either______ 

_______ of course they are rather tough.  Lt. Bethel of my Co. frequently purchases some of said 

ñiron clads,ò but invariably complained of the scarcity of lard to the rosy-cheeked Irish girl who 

always protested that they were make in lard & c& c.  Well this morning she come as usual & 

told the Lieut. She had made one pie that she knew would suit him for ñsure it was made of 

lard.ò  The Lt. bought it and promised himself a good dinner which is coming on just now. But 

judge of his disappointment & our fun, when he bit his pie it was filled with lard & cracklings & 

bits of old bacon.  It was a rich scene & I have not gotten over my laughing spell yet.  The Lieut. 

vows that he will fix her but I donôt know how he is going to get about it for my part.   

 

The war news are not very stirring since the Murfreesboro fight.  That was a severe victory us I 

fear.   1500 of the wounded have arrived here, among them I have found some of my old 

scholars.  They seemed very glad to see me.  I was rejoiced to see them & I can now nurse them 

& make their sufferings seem less.  A few days before the fight our brigade was ordered to 

Murfreesboro but before we got started the order was countermanded.  I think we will now 

remain here as it is reported & generally believed that the enemy are advancing upon this place 

in considerable strength.  I would be glad to stay any where & rest for a spell for I am tired.  I 

have nothing very fresh to write you this ____________ 

 

Now Miss A. Johnnie you must not defer writing for so long a period again.  Answer 

immediately. You do not imagine how pleasant it is for me to receive a letter from you.  Give me 

one of those racy, witty ones full of fun & frolic if you choose.  Just like yourself.  I imagine this 

ambrotype looks mischievous sometimes.  Well, speaking of the ambrotype, I had it worked 

upon a few weeks ago.  It is somewhat improved & looks quite fresh. 

 

My very kind regards to Miss Laura, Miss Nannie, Susie & Cousin Laura & all.

This would be the event published in Civil War Times 
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 Article ï Who We Honor -  Lt. Memory C. Gramling  
 
Article reprinted from "Goodspeed's History of Greene County, Arkansas", first published in 

1889.  Article submitted by Russell Mouser who is Lt. Gramlingôs great, great grandson. 

 

"Memory Champlain Gramling, who is one of the first and most successful farmers and stock 

raisers of Greene Co. Ark., was born in Spartanburg Co. S.C., Nov. 29, 1839, and is the eldest of 

12 children born to the marriage of Benj. M. and Mary (Wilson) Gramling, who were there 

engaged in farming until 1858, when they came to Ark. and settled in Greene Co.  Our subject 

has always been familiar with farm labor, and assisted his father until the age of 21, when he 

became an employee of the Government in draining this section of the state.   

 

At the breaking out of the Rebellion he enlisted in Co. D, 5th Ark. Inf., and was assigned to the 

Army of Tennessee, and was with Gen. Joe Johnston, participating in the battles of Perryville, 

Murfreesboro, Corinth, where he was promoted to the rank of Lieutenant, and Chickamauga.  In 

this engagement, while his Company was making a charge and he was crying to his comrades 

"Come on, Boys", he was wounded by a bullet striking him in the cheek.  He was also at 

Ringgold, Resaca, where he was wounded in the thigh, and Jonesboro, Ga., where he lost his left 

arm by the explosion of a shell on the 1st of Sept., 1864.  He remained in the field (in a field 

hospital actually. R. M.) until the close of the war, then returned to Ark., and in 1866 married 

Miss Mary Jane Smith.   

 

In 1866, Mr. Gramling located at Gainesville, where he started a general store, and in the fall of 

the same year was elected assessor of Greene Co.  In the spring, he was appointed treasurer of 

the Co. till the election of a successor, but continued to manage his store for 3 yrs., then moving 

to St. Francis Township.  In 1870 he bought 240 acres of land...........he now possess 560 acres of 

fertile land.  In 1877, (he) erected a handsome residence and has also built good barns.  200 acres 

of his land are under cultivation and 2 are in orchard.  He gives considerable attention to stock 

raising, and has a full-blooded Holstein bull imported from northern Missouri.  In 1872 he was 

elected to the office of Co. Sheriff, and subsequently was elected Co. Judge, which he held for 2 

terms.  He has always been active in political and school matters, and is interested in every 

enterprise for the welfare of the Co."    

 

Russell adds the following about his Great-Great Grandfather: 

 

That is pretty much all we know for sure about M.C.'s military career. 

 

There is a family story that, at one point in the war, he returned home to help put in the crops, 

and they were so poor he had to wear women's clothes to plow the fields.  If this story is true, I'm 

sure the woman's garb had little to do with poverty, and a lot to do with roving bands of militia 

and bounty hunters looking for "recruits" and deserters. 

 

We do have a lot of information about his regiment, the 5th Arkansas.  Their Hardee-pattern flag 

must have been full of battle honors.  These guys were in the thick of it from the very start, from 

Owl Creek, Mo. in Aug., 1861, through most of the major engagements across Tenn. and 

Kentucky.  After their consolidation with the 13th Ark., in the fall of 1863, Liddell's (later 
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Govan's) Brigade became part of Cleburne's Division, and things really got hot.  They were in 

the night assault at Chickamauga, and at Missionary Ridge.  In the last days of Nov.1863, 

according to Craig Symonds "Stonewall of the West", The 5th, lead by Col. John E. Murray were 

among the first troops to cross the frigid Chickamauga Creek, and Gen. Cleburne personally put 

them in position directly in front of Ringgold Gap, along with 2 well concealed Napoleons. As 

the Union advanced, Gen. Patrick Cleburne commanded what has been called the "Thermopylae 

of the Civil War" from his position with the 5th Ark., allowing the rest of the Army to withdraw 

to winter quarters in Dalton Ga. unmolested. 

 

In the great dance of Armies that started in Feb. 1864, and ended with the fall of Atlanta in Sept. 

1864, the 5th Ark. (as part of Govan's Brig., Cleburne's Div.) was engaged in some of the 

bloodiest of battles, including Resaca, Pickett's Mill, and the battles in and around Kennesaw Mt. 

and Atlanta. There is a Reuben Gramling, 5th. Ark. Co. D (we are pretty sure his brother) buried 

in the Confederate Cemetery in Marietta. 

 

On Sept. 1st 1864, Govan's Brig. was at the northern point of the Confederate lines near Lovejoy 

Station, taking the brunt of the assault from Thomas's Army of the Cumberland. (It is possible 

the 5th/13th camped at present day Nash Farms.)  It is here he suffered the wound that cost his 

arm.  The loss of his arm most likely saved his life, as Cleburne's Division with his Arkansas 

troops were at the center of the assault at Franklin, Tenn. that destroyed the Army of Tennessee 

and cost Gen. Cleburne his life. After this battle, the 5th/13th was consolidated with the 1st, 2nd, 

15th, and 24th Ark. The Regtôs colors were captured at Nashville on Dec 16, 1864 by the 88th 

Illinoi s Inf. (R.M. note: The 24th Ark. had many Mousers, from a distant branch of my family 

but no direct kin.)  

 

M.C. and Mary had 11 children. Their daughter, Alice Gramling (McDaniel), was my (Russell 

Mouser) great grandmother.  Mary passed on 8/2/1903.  M.C. passed on 1/14/1904. They are 

buried in the Pruitt Chapel Cemetery, Paragould Ark.   

 

That is the story of my Great- Great - Grandfather, M.C. Gramling.

                                      Grave and Memorial of  Major General Patrick Cleburne 
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Book Review ï War Crimes a gainst Southern Civilians

Excellent book. It revealed a whole new side of history from eyewitness accounts and diaries 

North and South. Some excerpts from the intro to be followed by sections over a period of 

months: 

 

The book involves a survey of the Unionôs ñhard warò against the people of the Confederacy-one 

that included the shelling and burning of cities, systematic destruction of entire districts, mass 

arrests, forced expulsions, wholesale plundering, and murder. 

 

A chronicle is given of the St. Louis massacre, where Federal authorities proceeded to impose a 

reign of terror and dictatorship in Missouri. Events are revealed that tell of the suffering caused 

by, the Federal decree that forced twenty thousand Missouri civilians into exile. The arrests of 

civilians, the suppression of civil liberties, theft, and murder to restore the Union in Tennessee 

are also examined. 

 

Women and children were robbed, brutalized, and left homeless in Shermanôs infamous raid 

through Georgia. In South Carolina, homes, farms, churches, and whole towns disappeared in 

flames. Civilians received no mercy at the hands of the Union invaders. 

 

Careful attention is paid to the first hand accounts of suffering by Southern Blacks, whether free 

or slave, when encountered by Federal troops. They were robbed, beaten, kidnapped, threatened, 

tortured, raped or killed as the Federal armies were on the move. 

 

The most horrific part of each mass atrocity was the promotions that followed for the officers 

involved.
